WORD OF THE MONTH:  Courtesy 

The traditional definition of courtesy is using polite words in our 
interactions with others.  Another way to think about courtesy is 
to remember that it also means being considerate of the needs 
and feelings of others.   
 
With the rapid changes in our world, we need 
to teach children new ways of being 
courteous, such as turning off video games 
when someone is speaking to them, keeping 
on-line conversations as polite as those held 
face to face, and avoiding cell phone 
conversations at the movies, in restaurants or when at a 
reception desk or check out counter.
